Joining a Mission Team

Mission teams vary in size from a few to teams of more than 20. God calls all people to become missionaries whether
internationally or right where they live. It takes the talents of many different individuals to make a mission team
function. Since a whole range of different skills are needed in preparing and carrying out a mission, everyone brings
something unique to the team. Unity, Communication, and Passion are the keys to a successful Mission of Hope.

Requirements for Joining a Team:

You must be living a life of a disciple of Christ whose passion and joy is to obey and serve our Lord Jesus. This
involves a personal relationship with God, study of the Holy Bible (The Word of God), personal and corporate
worship and prayer, a strong prayer warrior and intercessor, an unshakable desire to live a holy life before God
and man, a deep connection to the presence of God and the Holy Spirit, and a passion to bring hope to those in
desperate need combining social work with their spiritual outreach.

You agree to abide by The Hope Movement Team Covenant in which you agree to adhere to a dress and conduct
code from the time you leave your home until you return. This code limits your personal clothing and behavior
while engaged in the mission.

You agree to be a member of a TEAM of people who have made a commitment to be a reflection of the
presence of God. That when the people look at you, they don’t see you, they see the love of God. Remember the
words of Jesus in the book of John 13: 34-35; “A new commandment | give to you, that you love one another, as
| have loved you, that you also love one another. By this shall all men know that you are my disciples, if you have
love one to another”. In this love we show respect, understanding, and forgiveness with one another. We agree
to respect the decisions of our leaders as they struggle to adapt to the challenging conditions in a primitive
environment.

You must have a current passport and identification.

You agree to the deposit, payment, and due dates set forth by The Hope Movement for your Mission of Hope
trip or your trip will be canceled and no funds will be refunded.

Release

Whereas, the undersigned will be traveling outside of the United States and will be participating in various mission
activities in other nations which are sponsored in whole or in part by The Hope Movement, a 501 (c)(3) non-profit
foundation; and whereas, the undersigned desires to release and hold harmless (Release liability) The Hope Movement,
its directors, officers, administrators, employees, and volunteers from any and all liability, claims, demands or action
which may occur as a result of any injury, whether accidental or otherwise, iliness or other loss which the undersigned
may sustain as a result, directly or indirectly, while participating in or while traveling to, from, and during any of our
mission activities.

The undersigned further acknowledges that he/or she has been fully advised of the hazards, conditions and
environment existing in the countries in which the mission activities will be conducted and of various health and safety
hazards which exist, and he/or she fully understands and assumes all the risks involved in participation on all mission
activities. This release shall be binding on all team members, team leaders, heirs, guardians, beneficiaries, or any party
of interest of the undersigned and releases the directors, officers, administrators, employees, and volunteers of The
Hope Movement from any liabilities.

The undersigned understands that they cannot bring any offensive material such as but not limited to; drugs, alcohol,
pornography, non-Christian music, offensive reading material, etc. They also understand that women may not wear
skirts, shorts, or dresses more than 3 inches above the knee, revealing clothing, offensive logos, and must bring a
modest bathing suit. They understand that men must not bring clothing with offensive logos, and must wear pants to
church services.

The undersigned agrees to pay the deposit; final payments by due dates set forth by The Hope Movement for your
Mission of Hope trip or your trip will be canceled and no funds will be refunded. All funds are non-refundable.

The undersigned team member understands that they must maintain a positive attitude, an attitude of obedience, and
will be a reflection of the love of God. The undersigned also understands that if there is any sign of misconduct that
causes a hindrance to the goals and vision of The Hope Movement, that The Hope Movement has authority to remove
the undersigned team member from mission, and return them home at their own expense.
